WITH THE TENNIS CHANNEL FOR THE 
DOCUMENTARY SOMAY KU 

SOMAY KU: A UGANDA TENNIS STORY WILL 
AIR THIS FALL ON THE TENNIS CHANNEL. 
Patrick Olobo, Uganda's top-ranked tennis player, 
struggles to leave behind a devastating civil war, 
finding a new set of obstacles after emigrating to the 
US.  Patrick was four when LRA Rebels decimated 
his family’s farm and murdered his brother and four 
other family members, forcing them to abandon 
their ancestral land. A harrowing childhood, a stint 
in a miserable camp for the Internally Displaced, 
and a stubborn desire to help his dispossessed 
family regain their land have driven Patrick 
throughout his subsequent, improbable rise to Davis 
Cup competition. 
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The film accompanies Patrick during his last 
weeks in Uganda and first 2 years in the US, as 
his new life unfolds in unforeseen ways, from the 
thrill of attending the US Open, to mingling with 
his tennis idols Lleyton Hewitt and Marat Safin, to 
training with top coaches at elite tennis clubs and 
attending college. But the adjustment is not easy, 
and his tennis dream is threatened by the 
pressures of his new life. While seeming to have 
hit pay-dirt with a well-to-do American sponsor, 
Patrick must learn to deal with the pressure of 
"expectations" and "measuring up." Obstacles 
arise that put his status in the U.S. at risk, adding 
to the pressures of financial responsibility to his 
family in Uganda. 
 
A young man straddling two disparate worlds, 
Patrick is haunted by past atrocities, the stubborn 
memories of which punctuate the film, recalled 
during quiet moments, or with sudden pain at a 
New York City rally for the children of Northern 
Uganda. Presented with a strong visual mix of 
Cinema Verite, interviews and action footage, as 
well as original music performed by Ugandan 
musicians. 
 
"SOMAY KU " translated, means "bounce...hit" in 
Kumam, which is Patrick Olobo's native dialect, 
from the TESO Region of Northeastern Uganda. 
There are 51 dialects (known) in Uganda.

FESTIVALS | From Here to Awesome Takes 
the Hallowed Fest to the 'Net 
by Eric Kohn 
 
A decade has passed since Lance Weiler began 
his crusade to proliferate the use of digital 
technology in the independent film community, 
and he's finally starting to see the fruits of his 
labor. Since he digitally projected his feature "The 
Last Broadcast" in the late 1990s, Weiler's 
advocacy has centered around the creative 
opportunities offered by new media. The 
advances of the Internet age provide continual 
momentum for that purpose, allowing Weiler's 
mission to evolve. Focusing on the aggregation of 
audiences through the web, he has joined forces 
with several colleagues to launch a new platform 
for filmmakers so they can recognize the online 
tools at their disposal. 
 

Titled "From Here to Awesome," the experimental 
project aims to be a "discovery and distribution 
festival," although no physical festival exists. 
Instead, filmmakers upload short videos about 
their movies -- explaining, naturally, why they're 
awesome -- and a select bunch, chosen by 
viewers, receive a variety of distribution 
possibilities. Launched by Weiler with filmmakers 
Arin Crumley ("Four Eyed Monsters") and M Dot 
Strange ("We Are the Strange"), From Here to 
Awesome suggests an alternative to conventional 
film festivals, where independent filmmakers find 
it increasingly difficult to uncover the ideal venues 
for their work. 
 
Since a lot of crucial dialogue at festivals takes 
place at panel discussions, From Here to 
Awesome offers "DIY Days," a series of 
conversations about the tactics for building 
audiences over the Internet. At these gatherings, 
filmmakers such as Weiler and "A Swarm of 
Angels" creator Matt Hanson discuss the 
interactive components of their marketing 
strategies that have helped them develop 
followings. The first series of DIY Days took place 
the last weekend of July in Los Angeles. "We had 
over 300 people come and we've been putting the 
stuff up," Weiler says, referring to the videos of 
the presentations posted at the DIY Days site. 
"The vibe was really cool." 
 
Supporting the professional mantra, "fund, create, 
distribute, sustain," the DIY Days give filmmakers 
the opportunity to learn about specific promotional 
techniques, such as the value of a Twitter 
account, in addition to the larger parameters of 
social networking. Putting some of the ideas 
about new media into practice, From Here to 
Awesome has teamed with the social network 
CineGoGo for an event this Friday in San 
Francisco to demonstrate the concept of a 
theatrical-on-demand model. At both the Mint 
Plaza and the Mezzanine in the Soma area, 
audiences will watch brief videos about several 
From Here to Awesome movies and vote, via 
mobile phones, for the ones they want to see in 
full. On Sunday, another DIY Day will take place 
in the city.

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The entire operation grew out of the ideas tossed 
around on the Workbook Project, a site Weiler 
launched in 2006 dedicated to open source film 
concepts. Whereas many of the suggestions put forth 
on the Workbook Project are isolated examples of 
fresh ways to build audiences, DIY Days goes a step 
further by standardizing certain proven methods of 
aggregation enabled by new media. "The idea was to 
put some of the theory into practice," says Weiler. "It 
felt like we had gone to a lot of panels and talked, but 
there wasn't enough outside of individuals trying 
things. So we thought we could leverage the 
opportunities we have and start to experiment with 
opportunities for filmmakers." 
 
If the first cycle of From Here to Awesome is any 
indication, filmmakers have no reservations about 
experimentation. Of the 115 films submitted during a 
six month window, twelve features and ten shorts were 
programmed based on audience demand (the finalists 
were announced at the beginning of July). At the end 
of October, one feature and one short will screen in 
London, where Weiler plans to present case studies 
based on the results. Before those two films are 
chosen, filmmakers have a sixty day window (which 
began at the start of August) to make $4 for every new 
person they get to sign up for accounts at 
OurStage.com, in a unique partnership with From Here 
to Awesome. Meanwhile, many of the films are 
scheduled to screen at various locations around the 
world, ranging from North Carolina to a few theaters in 
Europe. The online outlets offering distribution to From 
Here to Awesome filmmakers include Joost, Amazon, 
Indieflix, Heretic, Bside and Caachi. In January, the 
selection of "awesome" features begins anew. 
 
"I think we're taking a good first step for the open 
source movement," Weiler says, noting that a large 
number of volunteers showed up at the first DIY Day. 
"The reality of the marketplace is that it's really 
fragmented. People aren't really sure what they should 
do, and they're still trying to adhere to traditional 
models that aren't really applicable anymore. They're 
getting some control back, so it's stripping away some 
of the permission-based culture that's surrounded 
filmmaking." Future DIY Days are scheduled to take 
place in New York next month and Boston in October. 
 
Although the operation isn't exactly profitable to the 
organizers, Weiler has found a way to build his own 
financial model out of the Workbook Project's mission: 
A service called Mindshare he plans to launch soon, 
which allows users to charge others for access to their 
expertise while the Workbook Project takes a small 
cut. 

  
Nevertheless, Weiler insists his commitment to 
From Here to Awesome has little to do with 
economic incentives. "I give my time because I 
believe what we're laying the groundwork for now 
could be the business model in a few years," he 
says. "It's about seizing control for ourselves in 
some way. Hopefully, something will come out of 
that."

Bernie Mac: 1957 -2008

Bernie Mac  wanted to be like Bill Cosby : He wanted 
to make his mother laugh. 
 
The actor-comedian, who told jokes on train platforms 
and plugged away for decades before coming into the 
spotlight on his own Fox sitcom, the Ocean's movies 
and more, died today—one week after it was learned 
he'd been hospitalized with pneumonia. 
He was 50. 
 
A spokesman for the Cook County Medical 
Examiner's office confirmed to E! News that Mac had 
been a patient at Chicago's Northwestern Memorial 
Hospital for "over a week," and that he died this 
morning of "natural causes." 
 
Yesterday, Mac's publicist, Danica Smith, responding 
to rumors that the star had fallen critically ill, said Mac 
was in stable condition, and was "responding well to 
treatment." 
Mac suffered from sarcoidosis, an inflammatory 
disease that can affect any body organ, per the Mayo 
Clinic's website, but that Mac revealed in 2005 had 
taken root in his lungs. According to Smith, the 
pneumonia that struck down the star was unrelated to 
the disease, which had reportedly been in remission. 
 
Prior to falling ill, Mac had been typically booked—
shooting a new proposed Fox comedy series, Starting 
Under, finishing off a new big-screen comedy with 
Samuel L. Jackson , Soul Men, due out in November, 
and even offering himself as vice-presidential material 
to Barack Obama . 
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Mac made the overture to Obama at a fund-
raiser last month for the presumptive Democratic 
presidential nominee. As reported by the 
Chicago Tribune, Mac admitted to the audience 
that he wasn't likely to get the VP job because, 
as he put it, "I cuss." 
 
While Mac did cuss, his comedy was, as is 
befitting a man married for more than 30 years, 
rooted in family. 
 
From 2001 to 2006, Mac played the exasperated 
but thoroughly no-nonsense father figure on The 
Bernie Mac Show. Mac earned two Emmy acting 
nominations for playing a version of himself, or, 
maybe more accurately, of his stand-up act. The 
misadventures of a comedian charged with 
taking care of his sister's young children was not 
unfamiliar to fans of the concert film The Original 
Kings of Comedy, which saw Mac riff on the 
same topic. 
 
In the movies, Mac wasn't quite as domestic, but, 
with the right material, he could be just as funny. 
Mac was one of George Clooney 's invaluable 
heist men in 2001's Ocean's Eleven, and its two 
follow-ups, Ocean's Twelve and Ocean's 
Thirteen. He was the den mother to Drew 
Barrymore , Cameron Diaz  and Lucy Liu  in the 
2003 Charlie's Angels sequel, Full Throttle, 
taking over Bosley duties from Bill Murray . And 
he was on Billy Bob Thornton 's case in Bad 
Santa. 
 
In 2004, he was the main man, at last, in the 
baseball comedy Mr. 3000. 
 
A Chicago native born in 1957 as Bernard 
Jeffrey McCullough, a surname that naturally lent 
itself to the nickname "Mac," the future star was 
a school-age kid when he saw his crying mother 
give in to laughter while watching Bill Cosby  on 
The Ed Sullivan Show. 
 
"That's what I want to be, Mama. A comedian," 
Mac wrote in his 2003 autobiography, Maybe 
You Never Cry Again. "Make you laugh like that, 
maybe you never cry again." 
 
Mac's mother never lived to see her son make 
good on his promise, at least professionally—
she died of cancer while he was in high school. 
Mac's career in comedy started not long after. 
 

In 1977, while giving community college a go, the 
19-year-old Mac started telling jokes on Chicago's 
"L" train platforms. Sometimes, a fellow commuter 
would slip him a bill. He was on his way. 
 
Starting with 1992's Mo' Money, Mac began getting 
bit parts in movies. A 1995 HBO special, Midnight 
Mac, validated his comedy credentials, while a 
supporting role in 1999's Life, the prison comedy 
starring Eddie Murphy  and Martin Lawrence , 
raised his profile. 
 
Mac's game-changing break came in 2000, with the 
release of the Spike Lee -directed The Original 
Kings of Comedy. The film documented a show 
featuring Mac, Steve Harvey , D.L. Hughley  and 
Cedric the Entertainer , veteran comics who had 
long toured as the "Kings of Comedy." The movie 
enjoyed an unexpectedly strong opening weekend, 
and went onto become the second-biggest-grossing 
stand-up comedy film, after Eddie Murphy Raw. 
 
Suddenly Mac, the only one of the four comics then 
without a prime-time vehicle, was a star. 
 
"All of that was humble beginnings," Mac said in the 
Chicago Tribune in 2002. "And I say that with 
motivation because I remember them without any 
shame, without any sorrow, without any pity. That's 
what made me." 
 
Once it kicked into high gear, Mac's career never 
slowed. While his new Fox series wasn't picked up 
for the fall, Mac had lots more going on, including 
voice-over work as Ben Stiller 's lion father in 
Madagascar 2: Escape 2 Africa, due out in 
November. 
 
"I always want to top myself. I want to get good," 
Mac told Time magazine in 2003. "You just don't 
know how much I want to get good. I want the 
audience to leave the theater and say, 'He did 
good.'"

She has worked as a sales and marketing 
executive in media and worked with a top video 
game company for eight years.  After the dot com 
companies went bust Susan wanted to do 
something creative and started to work as a stand-
up Comic in San Francisco.  During her years in 
San Francisco her passion for comedy increased 
and she wanted to experience making people laugh 
more and more.  She started the 5 Funny Females 
show to gain more stage time and more pay.  The 
show went from a monthly show and then on to a 
National tour.  Susan's advice to young comics is 
that they must become an entrepreneur and create 
their own path in comedy.

DVD Review for The Last Emperor

With Beijing’s hosting of the Olympics, China is front- and 
center-stage in the world once more. So it should be fitting 
to take another look at Bernardo Bertolucci’s The Last 
Emperor–the Criterion Collection did, releasing a new 
edition of the Oscar-winning 1987 drama. The story 
focuses on Puyi, last of China’s Manchu rulers who 
ascended to the throne as a toddler, but lost practically all 
of his dominion by his teens. The plot is revealed through 
two angles: one set during the elder Puyi’s incarceration 
at a communist internment camp, and the other recalling 
his youth and downfall. It is a tragedy of an epic sort: he 
seems to have it all; and yet ends up with nothing, losing 
his mother, kingdom, mentor, and lover. He is both ruler 
and prisoner to the Forbidden City and its ancient 
customs. Over the years, the film has fallen victim to a 
typical re-analysis of film critics who have frowned over 
the picture lacking the eroticism and complexity that are 
signatures of Bertolucci’s pictures. But it is The Last 
Emperor’s simple telling that makes it the most 
mainstream of his works–but no less beautiful in its 
imagery or tragedy. The four-disc special edition adds 
behind-the-scenes segments, audio commentary from 
Bertolucci and the rest of the Oscar-winning team, and a 
96 pg. booklet. It is a worthwhile viewing to any true film 
lover. 
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The North Carolina Film Office  
The North Carolina Film Office, originally called 
the "North Carolina Film Commission," is a 
member of the Association of Film 
Commissioners International.  
 
History 
Founded in 1980 by Governor James B. Hunt, the 
office was commissioned to help facilitate and 
provide a base of operation for North Carolina's 
burgeoning film industry. Governor Hunt 
appointed William "Bill" Arnold to lead the office. 
In 1984, producer Dino De Laurentiis created De 
Laurentiis Entertainment Group. He built and 
based a studio complex (now EUE/Screen Gems) 
in Wilmington, North Carolina. The area quickly 
became one of the busiest production centers for 
film and television east of Hollywood. The North 
Carolina Film Office was created during a time 
when new technology, audience demand for 
location authenticity, and Hollywood’s need for 
lower production costs were driving filmmakers to 
search distant sites throughout the United States 
for fresh places to make movies. 
 
With Bill Arnold leading, the North Carolina Film 
Commission witnessed a dramatic increase in 
production during the 1980s and the 1990s. 
Notable films during this time include: The Color 
Purple (1985), Dirty Dancing (1987), Bull Durham 
(1988), Days of Thunder (1990), Sleeping with the 
Enemy (1991), Last of the Mohicans (1992), The 
Fugitve (1993), and The Crow (1994). In 1998 
Wilmington, NC became the home of the WB's 
critically acclaimed television network series 
Dawson's Creek. The series remained in 
Wilmington until 2003 when it was cancelled and 
replaced with One Tree Hill--a series on The CW 
Television Network that still calls North Carolina 
"home." 
 
While Wilmington, NC continued to sustain itself 
with television, the international film climate began 
to shift out of North Carolina's favor. In an effort to 
keep production costs even cheaper, early 2000 
saw production companies making films 
internationally. The North Carolina Film 
Commission was made most aware of this trend 
when it lost Charles Frazier's North Carolina tale. 
Cold Mountain, to the country of Romania. Hoping 
to bring an international industry back to the 
United States, many law-makers across the US 
began creating incentives packages to encourage 
filming in individual states. North Carolina's 
legislature quickly realized the necessity for a 
competitive incentive program. 

On August 8, 2006, Governor Mike F. Easley signed 
into law a legislation offering productions a full 15% 
tax credit on a minimum $250,000 spend in North 
Carolina (and not to exceed a $7.5M credit.) Since 
this program's inception, the NC Film Office has 
seen a substantial increase in production, as have 
other state's that have established similar programs.  
Since 2006, the North Carolina Film Office has 
recruited the following films: George Clooney's 
Leatherheads (2008), Nights in Rodanthe (2008) 
starring Richard Gere and Diane Lane, The Marc 
Pease Experience (2008) with Ben Stiller, and 
Bolden! (2008), a film about the life of jazz legend 
Buddy Bolden. 
 
In September 2006, Commissioner Bill Arnold retired 
after 26 years of service to North Carolina's film 
industry. The North Carolina Film Office is now part 
of the NC Department of Commerce's Division of 
Tourism, Film and Sports Development. Aaron Syrett 
(former Director of the Utah Film Commission) was 
hired as Director of the North Carolina Film Office in 
spring 2007. While building upon North Carolina's 
legacy, Syrett is taking a 21st century approach to 
boost the global visibility of North Carolina's 
resources. 
 
Responsibilities 
The North Carolina Film Office has 3 main 
responsibilities: market the State of North Carolina, 
serve the film industry, and serve the State of North 
Carolina. The office actively works to create a 
healthy climate in which to grow film industry 
economic development. A marketing agency as well, 
the film office educates the film industry on North 
Carolina's incentives program, promotes the state's 
infrastructure, and showcases North Carolina's 
diverse locations. 
 
Projects (including film, television and commercial) 
are actively recruited and nurturted by the office. The 
office encourages industry-related companies to 
headquarter or have satellite companies in the state. 
The office ultimately serves the State of North 
Carolina by keeping and creating jobs in North 
Carolina for film crew and related businesses. As 
such, the film office must serve the film industry in an 
efficient and engaging capacity.  With the use of 
industry-standard web-based software called Reel 
Scout the office prepares and provides production 
companies with tailor-made location packages per 
project requirements. The office hosts location 
scouts for producers and also provides on-the-
ground assistance before and during filming. The 
North Carolina Film Office is the official liaison 
between the industry and state agencies for state 
property use, highway assistance, and other issues.

NC State Flag 
 
The North Carolina State Flag 
 
On May 20, 1861, the day that the secession resolution was adopted by the state of North Carolina, an ordinance to adopt a state flag was 
presented by Colonel John D. Whitford. A committee of seven was formed with Colonel Whitford appointed chairman. The original ordinance stated 
that "...the flag of this State shall be a blue field with a white V thereon, and a star, encirling which shall be the words, "Sirgit astrum, May 20, 1775." 
 
The design intended by this original description for the flag was never to be. Colonel Whitford and his committee consulted an artist from Raleigh, 
William Jarl Browne, for advice. Mr. Browne prepared a model for a state flag and submitted it to the committee for approval. The "Browne" flag was 
not at all like that described in the original proposal but was, nevertheless, approved by the North Carolina Convention on June 22, 1861. 
 
The design provided by William Jarl Browne and adopted by the Convention was described as having a red field with two bars making up the fly; the 
top one blue and the bottom bar white. Centered on the red field was a white five pointed star. Above the star, in a semi-circular mold, was the date 
May 20, 1775 representing the much questioned "Mecklenburg Declaration of Independence." Below the star was the date, May 20, 1861 
representing the date of North Carolina's secession from the union. 
 
This flag was carried by the North Carolina Regiments, along with the Confederate colors, throughout the Civil War. 
North Carolina state flag 
 
After the war, North Carolina, like other secession states, adopted a revised design for their state flag. In March of 1865, a bill introduced by General 
Johnstone Jones was passed and the design of the North Carolina State Flag changed for the last time. 
 
The flag's field was changed from red to blue. The top bar of the fly was changed from blue to red. The gilt letters "N" and "C" were placed on either 
side of the white star and gilt scrolls were added above and below the star. The scroll above still displays the date of the "Mecklenburg Declaration 
of Independence" but the date displayed in black letters on the lower scroll displays April 12, 1776, the date of the "Halifax Resolves" instead of May 
20, 1861, the date of secession. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
“Guilford Courthouse Flag” is an example of the lack of uniformity in American flags during the revolutionary period as each group 
chose which flag to be used as its standard.  This flag has the unique elements of an elongated canton and blue stripes.  It was 
raised over the Guilford courthouse, North Carolina on March 15, 1781 under the leadership of General Greene whose militiamen 
halted the British advance through the Carolinas and turned them back to the seaport towns.  This was one of the bloodiest battles 
of the long war with the British losing over a quarter of their troops.  It was in this battle that Lord Cornwallis ordered his cannons to 
fire on his own troops that were intermingled with the American troops.
