Tech Talk

"The rule of thumb is that you should digitize at twice the
resolution to get everything. First, you have to think about
the smallest piece of [film] grain. The other factor is how
good the lens is. For The Robe, the grain was larger
because it was older film stocks. The lenses of that era also
reduced the resolution."

Mike Inchalik, COO, Lowry Digital

Some movies have a special place in film history not
necessarily because they're great movies, but because they
represent great advances in filmmaking technology. That's
the case with 1953's Bible-themed The Robe, which surely
has its fans among film buffs but is most notable as the first
film to be released using the anamorphic-widescreen
CinemaScope process, which then yielded an aspect ratio of
2.55:1. (When optical soundtracks were later added to the
format's mag tracks, the aspect ratio was narrowed slightly
to 2.35:1.)

Debra Kaufman talked to 20th Century Fox and Lowry Digital
about recent restoration efforts that led to new archival
copies of the fiim as well as a DVD and a Blu-ray Disc
slated for next spring.

While we're talking about anamorphic acquisition, getting a
'scope aspect ratio out of digital cameras has been a
bugbear for filmmakers. You can always crop a 16x9 picture
down to a 2.35:1 aspect ratio and take the loss in resolution.
Or you can use a converter like Canon's ACV-235 to
squeeze a CinemaScope-shaped image onto a 2/3-inch
16x9 imager, using all the available resolution but yielding an
image that doesn't have the more dramatic characteristics of
a 35mm anamorphic lens. Arri, which makes the D-21 with a
4x3-shaped sensor (not 16x9) wondered if there was a way
to acquire high-quality anamorphic images in a reasonably
standard HD workflow. The clever solution records an
anamorphically squeezed 1920x1440 image out to two
different 1920x1080 (actually 1920x720) HD streams that
can be recombined in post [using, for instance, the stereo
ingest capabilities of Quantel's Pablo] and then exhibited at a
full 3840x1440 resolution.

Debra Kaufman went to the SMPTE Technical Conference
and Exhibition in Hollywood, where she heard

all about that, as well as the problems posed by a 48 Hz
digital-cinema option, new moves in digital dailies, and a
look at HD video shot on the moon.

Despite the fact that filmmakers are
still waiting for the official arrival of tools that will directly
hook Redcode footage into NLEs from Avid and Adobe,
Fortitude Editorial cut and finished "Fyah" on an Avid
Adrenaline and an Avid DS by using Red's tools to convert
the .R3D footage to DPX files.

Proof that the workflows are out there you just
have to figure them out. And just to show how
quickly things change in this business, since |
started writing this paragraph Adobe announced
that Red support has been added to the latest
versions of Premiere Pro and After Effects CS 4.
(Ladies and gentlemen, start your downloads!)

Meanwhile, over at StudioDaily, Peter Plantec
takes a long look at the latest in digital doubles,
dissecting the work Image Metrics has been
doing with high-resolution CG face models. Take
a look at the footage of "Emily," and see whether
you agree with Peter that we're already climbing
out of the uncanny valley.

Finally, our friends at Autodesk are generously
sponsoring a free webinar on Animation and VFX
planning and execution on December 8. Four
panelists from Reel FX Creative Studios will talk
about their work on the forthcoming Open Season
2, for which they handled the bulk of the character
animation. It's an opportunity to learn a lot about
how a successful facility has set up an efficient
animation pipeline, with a period at the end
reserved for Q&A.

Red Digital Cinema surprised observers by
announcing plans for a new modular architecture
that would allow users to custom-build cameras
piece by piece, starting with the [high-res, more
expensive] Epic or [lower-res, less expensive]
Scarlet optical block, or "brain," and building out
from there. SHOULD YOU CARE? YES. Like any
camera system out there, using the Red has
advantages and disadvantages compared to its
competition. But the company is definitely
breaking new ground. (Anyone who tells you to
ignore what Red's up to is probably selling a
competing product.) The modular concept is
novel in this business, and looks like it could
save users money by making technology
upgrades less cash-intensive much like popping
a new CPU into your motherboard instead of
building a whole new computer, you can just
replace your  "brain" when the technology
advances, or when you can afford it . The new
cameras will also shoot high-res stills as well as
video, giving still-camera titans Canon and Nikon
a run for their money. But will still-photography
veterans be tempted to ditch the tried-and-true in
favor of the new kid on the block? Only a
complicated consideration of  price, support,
ergonomics, and that certain je ne sais quoi that
bonds artists with their equipment will determine
that.

Anamorphic HD, 48 FPS Movies, and Video from the

In your weekly schedule of TV programming there is
probably a reality show that you watch. 1 have to
confess that reality show challenges are particularly
interesting to me. The results of contests can be
unpredictable yet there has become a predictability to
these type of TV shows. When you watch a lot of
reality programming you will see what | am talking
about. Here are a few funny plot situations that are
causing reality shows to become so predictable:

Passing the design supplies and or food to
the next designer and or chef.

This of course is meant to trip up the
designers or chefs. So we watch a whole
show about how each designer or chef finds
the other designer's design choices or food
choices unappealing. Basically, create a bad
visual of you competitor.

Pop quizzes

Designers or chefs are stretched to their
physical and mental limits with the pop quiz.
A lot of complaining goes on at pop quizzes.

The missing model or assistant that got sick.

We watch what our designers or chefs really
think about their assistants. Believe me it
can get pretty ugly.

The impossible client or food critic.

We get to see how our designers or chefs
can't hold their tongue. There is no better
way to bring more business to you when the
Reality show ends than to cut up your
customers. A real insight into the customer
service skills of our designers or chefs.

The consultant with good or bad advice.

The designers or chefs let us know how good
they think the advice is from a consultant that
has 30 plus years experience compared to
their 2 years of experience. Apparently
designers or chefs never realize that the
consultant will be judging their final contest
on the show. Making nice to the consultant is
a good thing but no matter how many Reality
shows you watch no one seems to get this
right.

Family or Medical issues.

The designers or chefs share their family or
medical issues with us. Even thou we have
our own share of family and or medical
issues it is nice for the designers or chefs to
share their problems with us too. These
problems can be unfortunate but maybe
designers or chefs get free advice via Email.
Definitely a cost cutting measure on their
part.

Everyone run for the supplies!

We watch designers or chefs run for their
supplies often tripping over each other.
There is no better entertainment than to
watch a bunch of designers or chefs trip
over each other. Something like Saturday
night football except the football players get
paid more. Come to think of it this is
probably a cost cutting measure on the part
of the Reality show producers. You get the
same action as you would

in a football game without having to pay the
players millions of dollars. They do it for
free! Why didn't | think of this!

The judges make their decision on who is so
blessed to stay on the show after picking
apart each designer or chef's performance.

I must say this is my favorite part of the
show. The judges find someone whose
performance they really dislike and then
elect them to stay on the show for another
round. Something like attending your
performance review with your boss. Ahhh, it
brings back such good memories. In any
event we get to watch what the designers or
chefs think about the judges who have 30
plus years of experience compared to their
2 years of experience.

Film industry and the city of Wilmington,
North Carolina

It started with a single film in 1983 and now
Wilmington, North Carolina is known as Hollywood
East generating 11% of the area's economy.

It all began with a magazine cover in 1983.

In the pre-production process for his upcoming
movie Firestarter, producer Frank Capra, Jr. was
searching for a mansion to serve as the setting for
the story of a couple who volunteered for scientific
experiments while in college and bore a child with
the ability to start fires merely be thinking about
them. He saw a picture of an antebellum mansion
depicted on the cover of Southern Accents
magazine and sent his location scouts across
Texas to search for a similar mansion.

After scouring the Lone Star State, Capra still did
not have the house he was looking for. The
producers decided to visit the real thing, the
plantation house featured on the magazine cover.
That mansion was the private Orton Plantation, built
on the Cape Fear River in Winnabow, North
Carolina in 1725. After discussions with the owners,
the producers worked out an agreement to film
Firestarter on the old rice plantation.

After working in the Wilmington area for a short
while, director Dino DelLaurentis began to recognize
the coastal region as the ideal location to realize his
long-festering dream of establishing a major East
Coast film studio. He bought land on North 23rd
Street and began building his dream studio around
an old brick warehouse. He christened his new film
paradise DEG Studios (DelLaurentis Entertainment
Group).

What Delaurentis discovered in the Wilmington
region was a variety of diverse locations able to
portray a wide variety of settings, a temperate
climate that enabled year-round shooting and, even
though no feature films had been previously shot in
the area, a skilled, film-savvy technical populace.
Most important, North Carolina was a Oright-to-
workO state which was conducive to keeping
production costs low.

After DeLaurentis blazed the trail, film-making in the
Cape Fear Region around Wilmington exploded.
Virtually non-existent as a Hollywood location when
North Carolina Governor Jim Hunt established a
state film program in 1980, within ten years the
state ranked second only to California in revenues
derived from the film industry.

Fully 10% of the Wilmington-area economic base was
grounded in the nascent movie business. DelLaurentis,
however, was no longer sharing in the bonanza. His
studio was felled by financial difficulties and he lost it to
Carolco in 1988.

For the better part of a decade, activity in the ground-
breaking studio was limited to commercial production. In
1996, the facility was purchased by a subsidiary of
Columbia Pictures and was revitalized as the EUE
Screen Gems Studio. Frank Capra, Jr. returned as
president and the production lot once again became one
of the largest feature film studios east of Hollywood.

Today the studio at 1223 North 23rd Street features a
three-block, four-story urban back lot that has portrayed
cities across the globe in the movies. The lot covers 15
acres and has a main street, four cross-streets and four
complete buildings with shootable interiors. There are
nine sound stages ranging from 7,200 to 35,500 square
feet with more than 100,000 square feet of filming space
available. Screen Gems Studio also offers a surface tank
of over 600 square feet for aquatic scenes. The studio
also offers an ample supply of set lighting, grip, and
expendables, production offices, construction mills,
plaster and paint shops, props, a screening room, editing
suites and a commissary with on-set catering. Weekend
tours of the studio lot are available.

With Screen Gems leading the way, the state of North
Carolina now boasts seven facilities statewide, 29 stages
and more than a million square feet of controlled space
for production. Many locations in the Wilmington area are
popular with Hollywood scouts as well. Wrightsville
Beach was featured in Sleeping With The Enemy starring
Julia Roberts, To Gillian on Her 37th Birthday with
Michelle Pfeiffer, and Weekend at Bernie's. Southport
provided the setting for Spies, about German submarines
spotted off Long Island and Crimes of the Heart with
Sissy Spacek, Diane Keaton and Jessica Lange.
Southport is also the filming location for the television
series Dawson's Creek standing in for the coastal New
England town of Capeside, Massachusetts. The popular
teenaged soap opera has caused a decided spike in
tourism in the town from fans hoping to connect with the
show.

All told the Wilmington area has played host to over 300
feature films, mini-series and television movies and six
television series since Frank Capra, Jr. happened to pick
up a copy of Southern Accents less than 20 years ago. It
is little wonder that Wilmington, North Carolina has
earned the reputation as Hollywood East.

If you want to see the picturesque mansion that started it
all, the Orton Plantation Gardens are 18 miles south of
Wilmington on SR 133. Although the mansion is closed
to the public it can be seen from the public gardens,
which are open from March through October.

NC State Flag
The North Carolina State Flag

On May 20, 1861, the day that the secession resolution was adopted by the state of North Carolina, an ordinance to adopt a state flag was
presented by Colonel John D. Whitford. A committee of seven was formed with Colonel Whitford appointed chairman. The original ordinance stated
that "...the flag of this State shall be a blue field with a white V thereon, and a star, encirling which shall be the words, "Sirgit astrum, May 20, 1775."

The design intended by this original description for the flag was never to be. Colonel Whitford and his committee consulted an artist from Raleigh,
William Jarl Browne, for advice. Mr. Browne prepared a model for a state flag and submitted it to the committee for approval. The "Browne" flag was
not at all like that described in the original proposal but was, nevertheless, approved by the North Carolina Convention on June 22, 1861.

The design provided by William Jarl Browne and adopted by the Convention was described as having a red field with two bars making up the fly; the
top one blue and the bottom bar white. Centered on the red field was a white five pointed star. Above the star, in a semi-circular mold, was the date
May 20, 1775 representing the much questioned "Mecklenburg Declaration of Independence." Below the star was the date, May 20, 1861
representing the date of North Carolina's secession from the union.

This flag was carried by the North Carolina Regiments, along with the Confederate colors, throughout the Civil War.
North Carolina state flag

After the war, North Carolina, like other secession states, adopted a revised design for their state flag. In March of 1865, a bill introduced by General
Johnstone Jones was passed and the design of the North Carolina State Flag changed for the last time.

The flag's field was changed from red to blue. The top bar of the fly was changed from blue to red. The gilt letters "N" and "C" were placed on either
side of the white star and gilt scrolls were added above and below the star. The scroll above still displays the date of the "Mecklenburg Declaration
of Independence" but the date displayed in black letters on the lower scroll displays April 12, 1776, the date of the "Halifax Resolves" instead of May
20, 1861, the date of secession.

“Guilford Courthouse Flag” is an example of the lack of uniformity in American flags during the revolutionary period as each group
chose which flag to be used as its standard. This flag has the unique elements of an elongated canton and blue stripes. It was
raised over the Guilford courthouse, North Carolina on March 15, 1781 under the leadership of General Greene whose militiamen
halted the British advance through the Carolinas and turned them back to the seaport towns. This was one of the bloodiest battles
of the long war with the British losing over a quarter of their troops. It was in this battle that Lord Cornwallis ordered his cannons to
fire on his own troops that were intermingled with the American troops.
