For a light, enjoyable film that also provides moments of
emotional resonance, check out He’s Just Not That Into You.
As a romantic comedy-drama, the film manages to provide
surprisingly realistic scenes and plot-lines without sacrificing
the happy endings. An excellent cast of actors helps as well.

The plot follows several characters through several different
romantic dilemmas. This makes for an intricate plot, but the
script thankfully makes it all simple to follow. Let's see how
well | can explain things.

The central connection of the story is Gigi, played by Ginnifer
Goodwin. Gigi is saddened by the lack of a follow up phone
call after her first date with Conor, played by Kevin Connolly.
Hoping to set up a fake “accidental meeting” at Conor's
favorite bar, she instead meets bartender Alex (Justin Long),
who becomes her guru for tough love advice on mixed
signals from men. Meanwhile, Conor is lovesick for young,
flirty Anna (Scarlett Johannson). However, Anna has
decided to pursue the man of her dreams, Ben (Bradley
Cooper), despite the fact that he is married to Gigi's best
friend Janine, played by Jennifer Connelly. Janine and Gigi's
friend and coworker Beth (Jennifer Aniston) is having
romantic troubles as well, as she has become impatient for a
marriage proposal from her longtime boyfriend Neil, played
by Ben Affleck. Drew Barrymore also plays a small role as
Mary, Anna’s best friend. Though she has little plot to speak
of, Mary has some of the funniest scenes in the movie.

Though the movie is most easily defined as a comedy, it
features quite a bit of dramatic weight, too. The movie is
more realistic than your average romantic comedy, and
though some of the happy endings aren’t quite believable,
what can you say? It's a romantic comedy! For my money,
though, the funniest scenes are the “Mock documentary”
conversations placed throughout the film. These feature
non-characters providing their own romantic insights, to
hilarious effect.

Finally, when a film has this big of a cast, the acting has to be
discussed. Jennifer Connelly and Aniston shoulder the bulk
of the dramatic scenes, and handle all of them well. Connelly
takes an uptight, control freak of a woman and makes her
sympathetic and kind-hearted.  Aniston is appealingly
levelheaded and tough skinned. Ginnifer Goodwin is very
likeable, despite playing a character that is quite annoying.
Even Ben Affleck comes across as sweet and charming. If |
have to criticize anyone in the cast, it would be Bradley
Cooper and Kevin Connelly, who are both a bit bland.

Overall, this is an enjoyable film that is much better than you
would think.

UNCSA Grads on a Roll

When they were attending what is now UNC School of the
Arts, Danny McBride, Jody Hill, David Gordon Green and
Ben Best were pals. And now that they've all gone on to
thriving careers in show business, they still like to work
together.

"I never really was pursuing an acting career," said
McBride, who in the past year has had scene-stealing
supporting roles in such films as The Pineapple Express --
which was directed by Green -- and Tropic Thunder. He
wanted to be a writer. "At NCSA, we acted out of necessity
because we didn't know any actors." They appeared in
each others' student films and helped each other with
scripts.

Green graduated in 1998, and Best, McBride and Hill
followed in 1999.

"Once we got to L.A., we didn't know anyone there, so we
kind of stuck together," Hill said. "It just kind of happened.”

"I think when you find guys you like working with, you think,
why wouldn't you want to work with them?" McBride said.
"If you've got to be stuck on a movie set for three months,
why not be there with your buds?"

Late last summer, they all came back to North Carolina to
work together on a TV series for HBO. That series,
Eastbound & Down, will make its debut at 10:30 p.m. today
on HBO.

McBride stars as Kenny Powers, a blustery, alcoholic
baseball star whose career has gone down the toilet after
a scandal involving steroids. He moves back to his
hometown of Shelby and takes a job as a substitute
teacher at his old high school. That temporary job puts him
in touch with his old high-school sweetheart, whom he
decides to win back.

The plot was loosely based on McBride during a lull in his
career.

"l had, at one point, been discouraged in Los Angeles and
moved back home to Virginia and did some substitute
teaching and bartending," McBride said. He found that he
enjoyed substitute teaching, "but | thought, if you did not
like this, this would blow. It would be a good place for a
guy to go eat a little crow."

Sitting around in a kiddie pool in the back yard of Best's
home in Charlotte, spliting a case of beer, McBride
mentioned the idea to Hill and Best, and they thought it
sounded funny.

Then they found success at the Sundance Film Festival
with The Foot Fist Way, a low-budget movie directed by
Hill, in which McBride plays an overenthusiastic martial-
arts teacher and Best plays his idol. Through it, they met
film star Will Ferrell and writer/director/producer Adam
McKay.




"This was one of the ideas that we first pitched to those
guys," McBride said.

In addition to producing Eastbound, Ferrell will guest star
in two episodes of the show as a local big shot.

The School of the Arts, McBride said, "offers you the
ability to learn about film."

"About the best preparation you could make for a career
in film is to be surrounded by it for four years," he said.
"When you're working on productions together you start
to develop a shorthand, a way of working in the trenches
with these guys. It gives you a leg up if you have some
sort of network to begin with."

And for comedy, working together like that provides a
good sounding board for jokes, they said.

"With a comedy like this," Hill said, "if you're making your
friends laugh and then sometimes you're not making them
laugh, it's a good barometer."

"I don't think any of us stroke each other's egos," McBride
added. "We can be brutally honest with each other. If
you're being self-indulgent or lame, there's 10 guys there
to reign you in."

When they were pitching the idea for Eastbound to HBO,
they knew they wanted the series to be filmed in North
Carolina.

"We didn't want to shoot it in L.A.," McBride said. "We
wanted it to be populated with authentic, real Carolinians,
not people in Van Nuys putting on fake accents."

They persuaded HBO to let them film the show in
Wilmington, thanks in part to the presence of Screen
Gems studios there and the talented crew base found in
the area.

"We told them our creative reasons, and they looked at
the numbers and said yes,” McBride said. HBO was
impressed enough with Wilmington that the network
decided to film part of another series, Little Britain USA,
there as well.

The first season of Eastbound will run for six episodes.
Hill directed the first and sixth episodes, Green directed
episodes 2, 3 and 4 and McKay directed episode 5.
McBride, Hill and Best wrote the episodes, and Best also
has a small role as a bartender pal of Kenny's. In all,
about 20 alumni from the School of the Arts worked on
the series as everything from editors to extras.

McBride and Hill still have big movies due out later this
year. McBride is in the big-screen revival of Land of the
Lost alongside Ferrell; Hill is directing Seth Rogen (who
co-starred with McBride in Pineapple Express) in
Observe and Report, a comedy about a mall cop.

And beyond that? "I'll probably go home and make a
sandwich," McBride said. "For the first time we're both at
a place where we can take a deep breath."

NC State Flag
The North Carolina State Flag

On May 20, 1861, the day that the secession resolution was adopted by the state of North Carolina, an ordinance to adopt a state flag was
presented by Colonel John D. Whitford. A committee of seven was formed with Colonel Whitford appointed chairman. The original ordinance stated
that "...the flag of this State shall be a blue field with a white V thereon, and a star, encirling which shall be the words, "Sirgit astrum, May 20, 1775."

The design intended by this original description for the flag was never to be. Colonel Whitford and his committee consulted an artist from Raleigh,
William Jarl Browne, for advice. Mr. Browne prepared a model for a state flag and submitted it to the committee for approval. The "Browne" flag was
not at all like that described in the original proposal but was, nevertheless, approved by the North Carolina Convention on June 22, 1861.

The design provided by William Jarl Browne and adopted by the Convention was described as having a red field with two bars making up the fly; the
top one blue and the bottom bar white. Centered on the red field was a white five pointed star. Above the star, in a semi-circular mold, was the date
May 20, 1775 representing the much questioned "Mecklenburg Declaration of Independence." Below the star was the date, May 20, 1861
representing the date of North Carolina's secession from the union.

This flag was carried by the North Carolina Regiments, along with the Confederate colors, throughout the Civil War.
North Carolina state flag

After the war, North Carolina, like other secession states, adopted a revised design for their state flag. In March of 1865, a bill introduced by General
Johnstone Jones was passed and the design of the North Carolina State Flag changed for the last time.

The flag's field was changed from red to blue. The top bar of the fly was changed from blue to red. The gilt letters "N" and "C" were placed on either
side of the white star and gilt scrolls were added above and below the star. The scroll above still displays the date of the "Mecklenburg Declaration
of Independence" but the date displayed in black letters on the lower scroll displays April 12, 1776, the date of the "Halifax Resolves" instead of May
20, 1861, the date of secession.

“Guilford Courthouse Flag” is an example of the lack of uniformity in American flags during the revolutionary period as each group
chose which flag to be used as its standard. This flag has the unique elements of an elongated canton and blue stripes. It was
raised over the Guilford courthouse, North Carolina on March 15, 1781 under the leadership of General Greene whose militiamen
halted the British advance through the Carolinas and turned them back to the seaport towns. This was one of the bloodiest battles
of the long war with the British losing over a quarter of their troops. It was in this battle that Lord Cornwallis ordered his cannons to
fire on his own troops that were intermingled with the American troops.
