We are keeping pretty busy these days but we felt it was
time to get a quick update to you.

"Trouble in the Water" continues its run. It will be shown
in August at a festival in the Portland Area. Word of
mouth continues to spread and DVDs continue to be
purchased from Amazon. We are considering various
"mid-life" promotional strategies. Even though
"Trouble" is an older film (shot in 2005 on a GL2), its
message and its success with audiences keeps us
going on promoting this film. And "Trouble" also serves
as a platform for the next film from Roger Edwards,
working title, The Cell Phone Project. We are in serious
pre- production planning, meeting regularly and trying to
figure out how to crack the problems of shooting in
major airports and paying for the whole thing. No
surprises there!

"Cell Phone Project” requires the talents of an African-
American actress who is a stylish businesswoman in
her early thirties. We haven't formally begun casting,
but we are slowly interviewing actresses whose

names come to us from folks we know. Production is
not expected to begin any sooner than the Fall.

Partly because of the tie-in between the festival
submissions service "Withoutabox" and IMDB (its
owner), IMDB is making it much easier to setup film
pages for some of the Turnip shorts from the past. In
particular, we are now putting up a page for "Touching"
shot in 2004. It's not so much that the film is a work of
deathless art (okay we still like it) but it allows the actors
and crew to see the credit on their

IMDB page.

Photography for "The Adventures of Roger & Tatum" is
now complete except for a two-second insert ("Roger" in
full hunting regalia)(don't ask). Editing has begin and
despite some erratic behavior on the part of the Matrox
MXO box in our HD edit bed, we have very rough
assemblies of the first two segments of this nine-
segment work.




Many thanks, once again, to all who supported this effort.
One measure of the collaboration possible in the
Triangle film community is the fact that segments of this
project were shot by four different cinematographers.
Two segments of this project were written by Darrell
Parker, the original author of "The Longest 3 Minutes," on
which this work is based. Both Darrell and actress
Kendall Rileigh contributed ideas and suggestions as the
scripts were being written and polished for this ambitious
project.

In March, Jim served as cameraman for the production of
"The Choking Game" public service announcement. The
PSA was written and directed by 15-year-old Sarah Huck
and produced and edited by Nic Beery.

In April, we finally upgraded and revised turnipvideo.com
for a variety of reasons including a more business-like
overall tone, better analytics and a general refreshing of
the design. Sadly we have discovered that the site is not
iPhone-friendly. (iPhone has no "hover" state in the
browser.) Also in April at the Century Cinema end of
season showing, it was great to see two films we helped
with, Ajit

Anthony Prem's short film, "Hello, Sorry, Whatever" and
Mark Cornell's "Sweet Dreams for Maisie."

When we are not slaving over a hot edit computer, we are
now going to start on a short lyrical visualization of the
poem, "About The Dead," by Vermont poet Toni Clark.

As mentioned above, because
Withoutabox is systematically going thru their backlog
and "pre-approving" short films for listing in the Internet
Movie Database, | received an invitation to create a title
page for the film, "Touching." While "Touching" is far
from perfect, the concept and many of the performances
in the film still fascinate.

While | confess
that his film work mystified me, | remember his
wonderfully oppositional moments in the classroom. And
I'm reminded that we have to use the time we have
wisely.

'‘Junebug' writer finds power, purpo  se in art

WINSTON-SALEM — Nearly four years later, after writing
what some called North Carolina’'s most important North
Carolina art film, Angus MacLachlan still gets the itch.

And boy, he had it Monday.

He wanted to calm down. He wanted to take notes. He
wanted to find inspiration and not be afraid of staring at
creative emptiness, that wicked beast that has kept him
sleepless a few nights.

He knows it'll come. That germ of an idea. So, as a
jackhammer tap-danced outside his third-floor window,
MacLachlan talked about a central truth of any creative
endeavor: The belief that what you're doing has value.

“That gives me inspiration,” said MacLachlan from his writing
studio’s thrift-store couch in downtown Winston-Salem. “It's
very easy as a middle-class person to believe that what
you're doing is ridiculously futile and stupid.

“But you have to try, try, try to believe that what you’re doing
has value.”

It does for MacLachlan. And he’ll talk about that tonight at
UNCG’s Weatherspoon Art Museum, with a screening of
“Junebug.”

It made 50 best-of lists for 2005, got Amy Adams an Oscar
nomination as best actress and scored for MacLachlan a
nomination of best first screenplay at the Independent Spirit
Awards, the Academy Awards’ free-spirited cousin.

Four years later, “Junebug” still opens doors.

He’s juggling at least three film projects, including one with
actress Rachel McAdams (“The Notebook”), as well as
another with Adams and Phil Morrison, the Winston-Salem
filmmaker who directed “Junebug.”

But maybe there’s no better place to tap into our own
pop-culture sensibilities than on Facebook, everyone’s
social networking Web site.

Two weeks ago, MacLachlan’s wife, Jennifer Snowhite,
found on Facebook her next-door neighbor from 30
years ago. They grew up together in Indiana. When
she gave him the thumbnail sketch of her life, including
the name of her husbhand, his response said, well,
everything.

“Isn’t that the guy who wrote 'Junebug’?”

MacLachlan penned “Junebug” nearly 20 years ago.
Really, it was first called “Divertimento,” a play about
the estranged relationship between two brothers in
North Carolina.

In the audience, filled with people in folding chairs in
Winston-Salem, was a teenager named Phil Morrison.
He never forgot what he saw.

Morrison turned “Junebug” into a beautiful film.

He filmed it in Winston-Salem for less than $1 million
and captured the emotional landscape of family and the
unspoken clash of cultures: South vs. North, world-wise
vs. world-weary.

And there was no better place to feel that than in
MacLachlan’s script.

MacLachlan has an incredible knack for catching the
Southern subtleties of language and finds instances
that resonate on both sides of the Atlantic.

“That's my family,” someone from a small town in
Belgium told Morrison three years ago.

And that's what MaclLachlan strives for. He's 50, a
father, a husband, a Winston-Salem native who
graduated from what's now known as the University of
North Carolina School of the Arts.

He’s written scores of plays, screenplays and short
stories, been called the Twin City’s poet laureate and
heard from director Mike Nichols and actor Brad Pitt
about the excellence of his work.

All for work he’s done in Winston-Salem, mainly in his
downtown writing studio, a one-bedroom apartment off
North Broad he has rented for nearly a quarter-century.

There, behind a wooden door that bears a taped baby
photo of his daughter Lilly, now 7%, he punches in like
a first-shift worker and chases his creativity from 9 to 5.

When he misses it, he gets the itch. But when he finds
it — that humor, that depth, that “humanness,” as he
calls it — he knows he’s onto something.

Laurie says, “It is more than just choosing
what color shoes to wear. It is about life’s
choices. It is about choosing to sit on the
sidelines or deciding to reach out and lend a
hand.”

2007 Lighthouse Beer Festival
Reviewed By Mark Cares

Dear Reader, for those of you who are enjoyers of good beer
or are Brewers of good beer, life is not always a day at the
Beach, even in Wilmington North Carolina. | will now give a
short review for those who missed the festival or had too
much fun to remember the overall general experience. And
from the view of a casual observer many did, for as
advertised their indeed is ‘no better way than to sample all
the best beers available’. However, unlike the advertisement
there were not 50 breweries in this one place. Of the dozens
of tables serving beer there was less than 10 that were
actually staffed with representatives from the brewery
themselves. The rest of the tables were staffed by
distributors and volunteers who could tell you less about the
beer and brewery than what you yourself could read off the
label on the bottle.

Now it is standard practice that part of the fee a brewery pays
to the festival goes toward keg storage and ice supply, and of
course the help of staff members or volunteers to bring said
kegs and ice to the appropriate tables. The few brewers and
small distributors that had relied on this practice found
themselves crawling in the back of a refrigerated tractor
trailer trying to find their own kegs, and then even worse the
grueling task of having to crawl over the remaining kegs
towards the front of the trailer to get their ice and pass it back
to the stranger behind them. When all was said and done,
every table was ready to go, no matter how far they had
traveled, for the throng of beer tasters.

Half way through both the day and evening sessions the lines
for each beer table stretched out from underneath the shade
of the tent and into the sun of the hot fall day. It was a
perfect opportunity to talk and meet fellow beer tasters,
exchanging impressions on the beer and the breweries.
Overall for someone like me there were a few new beers |
had not had before, and it was good to see such breweries
as Breckenridge and St. Georges travel there way to NC.

You can review a television series — not episodes —
just an overview of the entire series
You can review any entertainment industry
professional of note

Watchmen

To start, I'll offer all of you a warning: this is not a “superhero”
movie for the children or the faint of heart. Hopefully, there won’t
be any 6 year olds playing with action figures of The Comedian,
anyway. This film adaptation of Alan Moore’s graphic novel is
certainly an interesting experience, but it's not necessarily a
pleasant one.

The film is set in a fictionalized version of the 1980s. Richard
Nixon, in his third term as the president, has banned masked
avengers from the streets. This has forced a group who call
themselves “superheroes” to retire their costumes and part ways.
Dan, or Nite Owl Il (Patrick Wilson), is now leading a quiet, though
dull existence. Laurie, aka Silk Spectre Il (Malin Akerman)
currently shacks up with the blue-hued, superhuman Dr.
Manhattan (Billy Crudup), and visits with her mother, Sally Jupiter
(Carla Gugino), who happens to be the first Silk Spectre.

Adrian, aka Ozymandias (Matthew Goode) has capitalized on his
Watchmen fame to become a wealthy businessman. Rorschach
(Jackie Earle Haley), a violent sociopath, rebels against the law,
continuing his obsessive quest for justice. And The Comedian
(Jeffrey Dean Morgan), gets violently murdered in the first scene
of the movie. It's his murder that brings the group back together,
as Rorschach tries to convince his old friends that someone is
trying to pick them off one by one. Meanwhile, the fear of nuclear
war with Russia, and possibly the apocalypse, hangs over the rest
of the United States.




Not only does the film feature an impressively intricate plot, but it
includes detailed back stories of its characters, and flashbacks to
an earlier group of “watchmen”, of which Sally Jupiter and The
Comedian were both a part. The film is never boring, but it's also
excessively dark-themed and violent. Director Zach Snyder
takes the film to graphic extremes in terms of violence and
nudity, and for some viewers, including myself, this will be a turn-
off. The subject matter is also excessively dark, with almost no
comic relief to lighten the mood. However, alongside the bloody
extremes are some impressive special effects, and other eye-
popping visuals. Even the opening montage of the film, which
follows the adventures of watchmen past and present, features
evocative images and attention to period detail. However, some
scenes in the film inspire unintentional laughter, namely a goofy
sex scene.

The film features a couple of great performances. While
everybody in the film has a handle on their characters, Morgan
and Haley are clear standouts. The Comedian is easily the most
immoral, bloodthirsty “superhero” ever committed to screen.
However, Morgan nails the portrayal, making his character
frightening and dangerously charming all at once. Haley is
chilling as Rorschach, another dangerous and disturbed member
of the group. Haley so vividly portrays the pain, anger, and
psychosis of his character that he manages to be expressive
even while wearing an annoying inkblot mask for the better part
of the film. Carla Gugino makes a significant impression in a
small amount of screen time, displaying just the right mix of sexy,
tough, and vulnerable. Wilson plays his role well, but Dan is the
blandest character in the film.

Overall, | think this is one film that depends on your taste in
movies, and your devotion to the original graphic novel. For
some viewers, this will be an awe-inspiring experience. For
others, Watchmen is a head-scratcher.
