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Q & A interview with North Carolina entertainment
lawyer Jim O'Brien

It's the season for Christmas music and holiday
movies, and North Carolina Lawyers Weekly is
getting into the spirit by chatting with Jim O'Brien,
who heads the entertainment law practice group in
Poyner Spruill's Raleigh and Charlotte offices.

O'Brien's entertainment work includes serving as
counsel to film, television, music and other
entertainment companies. He represents directors,
producers, studios, on-screen talent, bands and
musicians, and he has served as production counsel
on feature-length motion pictures.

O'Brien also devotes a portion of his practice to
corporate law. He serves as lead counsel to buyers,
sellers, investors and lenders in various mergers,
acquisitions and dispositions, including leveraged
buyouts, asset purchases and sales, stock purchases
and sales and capital restructurings.

He received his J.D. from the University of California
at Berkeley in 1992.

NCLW: Describe the work that you do as an
entertainment lawyer.

O'Brien: | represent movie producers, bands, actors,
musicians, film and television studios, multi-media
companies, video game companies, screenwriters,
songwriters, NASCAR drivers, film investors, band
managers and others involved in the entertainment
industry. My work for these clients includes protecting
their intellectual property, acquiring rights for films
and television shows, negotiating with record labels
and studios, negotiating agreements with actors for
movies, structuring and securing financing for film
projects, negotiating distribution agreements, drafting
agreements among band members, preparing co-
production agreements, negotiating endorsement
deals and personal service agreements and generally
advising artists in the furtherance of their careers.

NCLW: Are there any well -known projects that
you've been involved with?

O'Brien: In my entertainment practice, | cross paths
with many celebrities, including members of The
Allman Brothers Band, members of Widespread Panic,
George Clinton [and the] P-Funk [Allstars], NASCAR
drivers, actors, musicians, professional athletes and
others. My clients have received many awards,
including Emmys. | recently worked on a feature film,
entitled Moving Midway, which will be submitted for
Academy Award consideration.

NCLW: Is entertainment law a growing practice
area in North Carolina? Why or why not?

O'Brien: The entertainment industry in North Carolina
is a mature and steady industry, and its growth comes
primarily from the abundance of new projects (such as
new movies, TV shows or bands). The availability of
financing for these projects is often affected by general
economic conditions, and in a slow economy, the
industry tends to also slow. As a result, the practice of
entertainment law in N.C. is somewhat cyclical, with
periods of great growth tied to periods of economic
prosperity.

NCLW: What are the biggest challenges for an
entertainment lawyer?

O'Brien: There are two principal challenges. First,
convincing artists to focus on the business side of their
endeavors, and second, accessing capital to produce
projects. For North Carolina to continue enjoying
success in the entertainment industry (primarily in the
film business), more capital is needed for production.
In order to access capital, flmmakers (and other
artists) need to understand the business and finance
dynamics of their industry and prove to potential
investors that they can earn a profit.

NCLW: Does an attorney have to live in Hollywood
to be able to sustain an entertainment law
practice?

O'Brien: No, but it helps to have contacts there. I've
built my practice over the last dozen years without
living in L.A.,

but I've leveraged the contacts | made while | lived
there and that I've made by working in the
industry. More important, though, is a substantive
knowledge of the legal principles and customs
associated with the entertainment industry. It's
hard to build and sustain a practice (and have
credibility with folks in Hollywood) without that
knowledge.

NCLW: You were recently appointed by Gov.
Mike Easley to join as a member of the N.C.
Film Council. What will your responsibilities

entail?

O'Brien: The N.C. Film Council advises the
governor on matters related to the film industry
and serves as a forum for filmmaking concerns
relating to the film industry in North Carolina. The
council has been instrumental in getting legislation
passed that has enhanced North Carolina's film
industry  (including  production and  tax
incentives),and | plan to focus my efforts on local
flmmakers and supporting projects with local
financing.

NCLW: A portion of your practice is also
dedicated to corporate work. Do entertainment
law and corporate law fit together well in your
practice, or are the two areas mutually
exclusive?

O'Brien: Entertainment and corporate law fit
together very well inmy practice. In fact, | think it's
a perfect match. As a corporate and securities
lawyer, | am able to advise my clients on matters
relating to securities offerings and other capital-
raising transactions, negotiating contracts, setting
up legal entities and other corporate matters. With
my entertainment law background,

| am able to do this work with sensitivity to the
particular challenges and customs of the
entertainment industry. Any corporate lawyer can
set up an LLC or negotiate a contract, but a
corporate lawyer without knowledge of the
entertainment industry would have a difficult time
figuring out how to structure distributions from the
LLC, how to define net profits in a film deal or
what the appropriate economic terms are for a film
distribution agreement.

NCLW: Anything else you'd like to share about
your practice or work in the legal community?

O'Brien: My practice is particularly rewarding
because the end result of my clients' efforts is the
creation of art, whether it's a song, film, video or
other work. | enjoy facilitating and patrticipating in
that process, working behind the scenes and
taking care of business so my clients can focus on
their creative activities.

| enjoyed Alan Alda's portrayal of Gregory Lawson
and enjoyed the script associated with his
character. So often seasoned actors look the same
in every part they are portraying. It was nice to
see Mr. Alda give some depth to his portrayal of
Gregory Lawson. His acting was firm and the
words used were typical of lawyer speak as you
would call it. Mr. Alda demonstrated how a lawyer
can sometimes be intimidating to someone that
lacks his same professional background.

It was Dr. Robert Kearns that stood up to all the
intimidation and pursued what he believed was
right. Mr.Greg Kinnear's portrayal of Dr. Robert
Kearns was OK. It didn't really have any strong
definition to it or enough emotion. | would say the
same thing is true for Ms. Lauren Graham's
portrayal of Mrs. Phyllis Kearns. No real depth to
the character and not much emotion.




Speaking of depth. The film tends to gloss over a
lot of things in the story. We never really see the
specifics of what really happens between Dr.
Kearns his wife and children. The scenes are
disjointed. In particular there was one scene where
Mrs. Kearns exchanges words with a wife of an
associate of Dr. Kearns. It was a scene that
appeared in between other scenes and it seems
that it was put there to fill a void.

In fact the whole movie ran this way. One scene is
about one part of the time line of events. Then you
see another scene about another time line of
events. Nothing really flowed together in this film.

The film is an aspiring story that you would want
your kids to see. The film has lessons in
determination, grit, and stick-to-it-ness no matter
what other people think, say or do. Standing up for
what you believe in when faced with intimidation
and negative feels of others.

Put this movie on your list to watch with your kids or
if you need a boost of confidence.

My Dad, Robert Kearns, worked on the film for
about 5 years before his death. Greg never got an
opportunity to meet him, but did a magnificent job of
becoming him.

I'm proud to have been a consultant on the movie
and to have participated in the reality.

Bob Kearns won 5 jury trials against some of the
biggest corporations in the world. It was what he
had learned in school, it was what he as an
engineering professor taught. Patents were
granted to protect the inventor’s rights.

Perhaps his idealism was from his Jesuit training at
the University of Detroit.

His U.S. Marine Corps training taught him when a
bully picks a fight you don't back down. No matter
the odds.

Ed Asner plays the lead character of Carl
Fredericksen and elderly man looking for some
adventure.

There are an assortment of villains and cute
creatures in the movie introduced at the appropriate
moments that keep the movie moving. The
creatures are so cute that | wouldn’t be surprised if
you find them as stuffed animals in your local toy
store.

This is a short running movie so the younger
children can sit through it without getting bored and
keyed up. There isn't much else to say about the
movie except to put it on your must see list this
summer. Bring a group of kids with you. They will
all enjoy it.
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DVD Rental Review: Time of the Wolf (2003)
Directed by: Michael Haneke
Starring: Isabelle Huppert, Oliver Gourmet, Anais
Demoustier, Hakim Taleb

Although this French film was released in 2003, | chose to write about
it as an example of how misleading DVD packaging can be. My
friend bought the movie for $3.99 at Blockbuster. We both agreed
that it sounded exciting, and according to the box, it had received
stellar reviews from critics. But, ah, is there anything more
disappointing than a grossly overrated movie?

The film follows the aftermath of some sort of catastrophe, set in an
unknown time and place. Though the film drops hints here and there,
the details of the actual catastrophe are left mostly unaddressed. All
we know is that people have lost their homes on a grand scale, there
is severe food and water rationing, and the basic rules and morals of
society have been thrown out the window. Cue an extremely dark
and depressing movie.

The main character is wife and mother Anna (Huppert), whose
husband is murdered in the beginning of the film. She is left to
protect her daughter , Eva (Demoustier) and young son, Ben (Lucas
Biscombe) as they search for food and shelter. A street-smart
teenager (Taleb) leads them to a railroad station, where a corrupt
group, including Koslowski (Gourmet), offer shelter and supplies in
exchange for hard labor and other services. Meanwhile, everyone
waits for the actual train to show up and take them to safety.

An intriguing premise is ruining, however, by a laboriously slow pace.
| honestly felt like the film would never end. Scenes are drawn out for
much longer than necessary, and there are long stretches of the film
where very little of importance actually happens. Most importantly is
an almost total lack of character development. Horrible things
happen to the supporting characters in the film, however, they are so
vaguely drawn that it becomes difficult to sympathize or relate to their
plight. Not only that, but I often found it hard to keep the characters
straight, as there were so many of them, and so few that were truly
memorable.

That said, the film opens up with a bang, which makes the resulting
boredom so much more disappointing. Other occasional moments of
interest poke through the stuffiness. Also, Huppert, Demoustier,
Taleb, and Koslowski do their best with the roles. While Huppert's
performance in the opening scene is puzzling in its coldness, she is
effective in other parts of the film. Demoustier and Taleb make for
intelligent teenagers. Taleb gets points for being one of the only
lively characters in the film. And Koslowski is effectively creepy as
the leader of the pack.

Terminator: Salvation Review

Truth be told, when it comes to action movies, | can take them or
leave them. For me, they usually result in one of two reactions:
another dumb action flick, or a pleasant surprise. With Terminator:
Salvation, | just felt, “eh.” The action and special effects are a
marvel, but now that the movie’s over, | can scarcely recall a single
scene.

The plot follows the war between the human resistance and the
Skynet robots. A violent war that has stretched on for years, many
believe that John Connor (Bale), is the only hope for a solution. He
and his soldiers are currently working out a plan of attack against
Skynet headquarters. Meanwhile, mysterious drifter Marcus Wright
(Worthington) has crossed paths with young Kyle Reese (Yelchin),
who is to become John’s father in the future. After Kyle is captured
by a Terminator and sent to Skynet, both John and Marcus begin a
desperate mission to save him. Marcus wants to rescue him as a
friend, while John believes that Kyle is the true key to the salvation
of mankind.

The best qualities this flick has going for it are exciting action
sequences, state-of-the-art special effects, and Worthington. The
movie truly is pure action and adventure, and the effects are as
loud and impressive as any you're likely to see. And, while the cast
all do well with what they’re given, Worthington and is the star of
the picture, hands down. Despite all the hype about John Connor,
the movie is really more interested in what happens to Marcus, and
he is the most well-rounded character in the pictures. Worthington
is darkly charismatic and magnetic. He perfectly balances the
characters rough edges and innate goodness. Also effective are an
intense Bale, and a street-smart Yelchin.

However, all the explosions displayed in the movie can’t disguise
the fact that the plot is not drawn well. Surely, there is an intriguing
story in all of this, but McG is too enthusiastic about giant robots
and chase scenes to focus his attention on plot development. Brain
candy is just as important as eye candy. Not only does story take a
major backseat, but some characters, such as John’s wife (Bryce
Dallas Howard) are severely underwritten. Bottom line: this is the
film to see for great special effects, but for substance, look
elsewhere.

NC film industry gets good news

There was a major victory for North Carolina’s film
industry. A bill increasing the state’s film incentives from
15 to 25 percent passed the Senate Friday after passing
the House last night. All it needs now is the Governor’s
signature.

It has been a long-fought battle for members of
Wilmington’s  film community, and tonight, they're
breathing a sigh of relief.

The lots at Screen Gems studios have been pretty quiet
recently leaving everyone from set builders to caterers
who work in the film and television industry feeling
uneasy.

“For me personally, I mean | haven't worked since
December of last year and that was in South Carolina,”
said Philippe Gallichet of Cinema Catering.

Philippe and Phyllis Gallichet run Cinema Catering.
Business is so slim, they've considered taking it to other
states. But not anymore, now that film incentives in the
Tar Heel state are increasing to 25 percent.

Thanks to One Tree Hill, some are working, but the tax
boost is expected to help many more.

“It's going to be great to get all the local people who work
in the industry back home again,” said Bill Vassar, vice
president of Screen Gems.

It's also great news for filmmakers like Dan Brawley, who
says there’s a renewed energy within the film community.
“A little bit of boost to the morale of the film crew who live
here in Wilmington, 'cause | think we're all anticipating
that there’s going to be a big surge of production next
year.”

The bill needs Governor Perdue’s signature to become
law, and she has expressed her support of this issue.

The film incentives would take effect in January.
